food insecurity in the world, while severe cli-
mate conditions are another factor in the de-
cline in crop yields and limited access to food.
According to FAO estimates, Iran’s to-

tal cereal production will reach 21.6 mil-
lion tonnes by the end of 2019, a rise of 
7.5 percent over 2018’s 20 million tonnes.

In the 2020-2019 crop year, global supply of cereals is expected to rise more 
than previously forecast, as production levels in the third season increase.

production and trade of grain and wheat and explains the theo-
ry of interdependence and interdependence for Iranian readers.
Author says: Historically, trade and commerce from the eigh-

teenth century until the 1980s commerce between the advanced 
and modern industrialized countries was under the theory of interdependence and devel-
oping within the framework of dependency theory,and made developing countries highly 
dependent on industrialized countries, but after the 1980s the interdependence gradually became in-
terdependent due to the surplus of production in industrialized countries, especially in agriculture.
